The 

vertically suspended tubular luminaires, with 

a diameter of 70 mm, act like guideposts on 

the path from the Stone Age to the present.





THE PISCINE JOSÉPHINE BAKER.

ILLUMINATED BY WALDMANN RL 40.
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The «Josephine Baker» swimming pool in 

Paris, with its unique design that of a ship and 

walls and roof consisting of glass, is anchored 

in the Seine river. Weather permitting, the 

roof can be opened within 5 minutes to get

a view of the sun, moon and the stars.

The Waldmann Series ”RL 40” is used for the 

illumination. The luminaires are as thin as the 

struts on the glass roof at a diameter of only 

40 mm; allowing the lighting solution and the 

structure to merge together.
